     Take care when removing all nuts from studs. nuts should be removed with little effort.
NOTE: Original equipment lug nuts should be used to secure wheel to spacer or adaptor.

(5) Re-assemble tire to spacer using factory lug nuts and torque to factory specification. 
CHECK TORQUE ON SPACER AND WHEEL AFTER 45 MILES.

(1) Remove tire using the proper procedures spelled out in the Jeep® service manual.
